Akutsu, Sumie — Toyo University, JAPONIA / JAPAN

The use of a bilingual essay corpus to develop Intercultural Communicative Competence

This paper discusses the use of a bilingual essay corpus in order to develop intercultural communicative
competence. This presentation discusses an approach using learners’ first language to cultivate a learning
strategy for the purpose of improving their foreign language competences. The presentation outlines the
work-in-progress project with an online writing system and analytical tools specifically developed for
compiling the bilingual data of Japanese university students’ writings. The paper discusses the objectives
of this project and rationale of the approach with advantages of using a bilingual approach to compile a
learner corpus and examines the results of preliminary analysis. The paper will conclude that students can
become better language users with more sophisticated interpretive mediating skills through realizing
linguistic and cultural differences utilizing the functions of the bilingual essay corpus website and
common errors and difficulties among learners’ English based on the results of the study.

Subject and language teacher beliefs and attitudes towards collaboration in CLIL

Although Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL) has been strongly advocated, studies disclose that few
schools in Lithuania implement CLIL approach systematically. Fragmental, teacher enthusiasm led CLIL prevails
that requires foreign language and other non-linguistic subject teacher collaboration, which is the key issue in co-
teaching modules. The present study aimed at investigating foreign language and other non-linguistic subject teacher
attitudes towards collaboration while implementing CLIL. A survey of 210 foreign language and 204 other non-
linguistic subject teachers from Lithuanian secondary schools practicing CLIL was conducted by circulating two
questionnaires respectively. This talk will present the results of the survey by disclosing teacher attitudes about their
roles in CLIL programmes and co-teaching as well as beliefs about the effectiveness of such collaboration. The
findings draw attention to the factors that could encourage teachers to collaborate in CLIL programmes more
willingly and may provide implications and recommendations for CLIL teacher training.

For digital multimodal reading/writing: Feedback from a higher education



The development of digital technologies has transformed the modes of teaching and learning. This evolution has led
to a revolution in pedagogical practices and the introduction of innovative learning systems (Thibert, 2012). Digital
literacy plays an important role in the skills to be built for adults in the 21st century: it implies the ability to
understand multimodal communication and produce it in a monolingual or multilingual context. This ability to read
and write by combining image, text and sound on a variety of media supports the underlying cognitive, affective,
pragmatic, semiotic and textual competences (Lebrun & Lacelle, 2014 ). It is therefore in the particular context of
multimodal environments intended for the didactics of digital writing that we place ourselves here to show that it is
possible to put together an approach that articulates classical literacy to visual, sound, etc., by highlighting the
(co-)action of learners (Ollivier, 2010). In this presentation, we would like to present the results of an educational
experiment carried out in two universities (one French and another Portuguese) aimed at the (co-) construction of
multitexts from a three-stage didactic device. It will show how to support learners in the learning of multimodal
writing (centered on the appropriation of the technological tools of storytelling) and to reflect on the impact these
tools can have in terms of developing new writing skills and skills as essential as creativity, cooperation and the
ability to engage ourselves.

Cakmak, Fidel — Alanya Alaaddin Keykubat University, TURCJA / TURKEY
User’s perception of social media use for learning: A profile of ELT students

The use of Social CALL in education has been gaining weight over the last ten years in the field of language
learning and teaching. As it provides several advantages such as user control over the content and profiling,
interconnectivity and ease of sharing content with the others, scholars have argued that it could facilitate learning
both collaboratively and in a self-directed way. This study aims to explore the perceptions of EFL learners when
utilizing social networks for learning in general as well EFL learning. The participants were 84 EFL students from a
state university in Turkey. They were asked to fill out the Social Networks-Based Learning Perception Scale and to
answer eight additional questions about their use of social media and preference of social media tools for EFL
learning. The questions explored the frequency of use, their priorities for social media use and their preferences in
regards to social media use for language learning. Parametric tests were used to analyze the scale responses
statistically. Reported perception information and profiling the language learners as social media users in regards to
their preferences shows they are well adapted users of technology and can make use of social media for their
learning positively. The implications of the results will be discussed in relation to the design of the learning
activities through social media.

Chamseddine, Abdul Rahman — Georgetown University, KATAR / QATAR

Using theatrical drills in spoken class

One of the most hindering obstacles in learning sound Arabic for speaking purposes is grammar; the speaker does
not need to study grammar in depth in order to deliver an error-free speech in Arabic. | include drills and exercises
that | borrow from theatrical exercises; | have used this methodology in my classes and the outcomes were
outstanding. By using this methodology in class, | propose to seek an increasingly efficient structure to the
pedagogical curriculum of the Spoken Arabic. Class time would be put to much better use by creating a system
which allows students of different levels to speak formal Arabic without delving into the complexities of
grammatical structures. In prioritizing the command of speaking skills over the intricate syntax of the language, the
curriculum will help address the students’ needs, all while cultivating a stress-free environment which is much more
conducive to education.

Cross-curricular links: Integration of English and the primary curriculum

In the paper entitled “Cross-curricular links — integration of English and the primary curriculum” the author explains
the term core curriculum and in relation to this document emphasises its importance in creating any educational
programme of teaching English in Poland. Then the author concentrates on presenting different kinds of syllabuses
which become fundamental, one could say the basis, for every teacher to follow in the tedious process of passing
knowledge along to students. In addition, some attempts have been made to depict chosen ways of integrating
English with other school subjects taught in primary schools with emphasis put on creating cross-curricular links
between them, which finally may lead to more practical attitude and more holistic understanding of the material
introduced to students.

English.inclusive: A model based on findings of a research project and on the design of differentiated
instruction by C.A. Tomlinson — presentation & workshop

The paper is to be considered as a follow up to the presentation of the project “English language teaching (ELT) in
inclusive settings” given in Krotoszyn, Sep. 2017 (Ebenberger, 2018), which stated first findings. The goal of the
project of the University College of Teacher Education in Krems/Vienna (Austria) was to gain evidence in teachers”
experience in teaching English in both primary (6-10ys) and secondary lower level (10-12ys) mixed-ability classes.
It was investigated in how far inclusive teaching occurred due to this diversity, which organizational and personal
conditions were necessary and which teaching techniques provided a successful work. The findings based on an
empiric-qualitative research with 31 interviews were connected with parameters of inclusive teaching (Feuser, 2009)
and language teaching (Bottger, 2012). Differentiation and individualization turned out as most important aspects
(Bintinger, 2000: 261). It seems to be obvious that for teachers who mostly prefer working in more or less
homogeneous groups dealing with mixed-abilities and providing a language class that supports each individual child
is a real challenge. Next to the design of an evidence based model for ELT a manual to support the teachers” work
was the main goal of the project. To realize differentiation and individualization the model of “differentiated
instruction” (C.A. Tomlinson, 2005) seems to be provide an adequate approach. It focusses on the content, the
process and the product of teaching as well as on the conditions of the children and the learning environment. Next
to the theoretical introduction the manual contains four story-based lessons which are designed because of the
project-findings and the model of C.A. Tomlinson. By supporting teachers in their work the attitude towards
inclusion might become more open. It might lead to a natural and appreciative dealing with diversity in class. The
project and the manual are considered to be a further step towards inclusive teaching and the development of an
inclusive school system. During the conference Dr. Ebenberger will present the project and the final results. Mrs.
Rabl will present the lesson-sketches, their design, methods and material.

Translation of specialist languages — selected expressions of Polish inheritance law

Translation studies may constitute the context for interpretation of various concepts among variety of disciplines.
These are: linguistic concepts, social or political concepts, medical concepts, or legal concepts. All of these concepts
are expressed with the use of various linguistic styles, registers, idiolects, or sociolects all of which may be referred
to as specialist languages which in turn serve not only proper communication among interlocutors, but also their role
is to convey meaningful message. The objective of this paper is to investigate selected expressions of Polish
inheritance law in comparison to their English equivalents and with respect to various discrepancies of Polish and
English legal provisions. The paper will depart from selected conceptions of translation as contexts to specialist
language, legal one in particular. Furthermore, selected strategies and techniques of translation will be presented to
enable further investigation of legal concepts. In order, however, to study specialist legal language it is crucial to
discuss cultural elements which may impede proper interpretation of linguistic means to convey legal messages.

The analytical part shall be devoted to the investigation of selected expressions of Polish inheritance law and their
English equivalents in the context of translation strategies and techniques and with regard to specialist legal
language, as well as observations on the possible influence of cultural elements on interpretation of legal concepts of
inheritance law.

Bilingual child in the modern world... The world of fairy tales in particular (Part 1): Theoretical
background for the follow-up in the form of a German language lesson

Fairy tales, or spoken stories in a likewise form, have accompanied humankind since the dawn of civilization and
can be traced back to the Ancient Egyptians, their existence is also verifiable in the old Sumerian and Babylonian
sources. In the paper, | aim to present the experience of preschool aged children exposed to story-telling during the
very early stages of their language acquisition. The value of fairy tales as a teaching tool lies in the macro- and
micro- scale of its significance. Macro- level refers to the influence of the world presented in fairy tales on a child’s
life and the way in which this world is presented, the bulk of which is compatible with brain based learning and
identifiable in translanguaging practices. Micro-scale is associated with linguistic means presented in fairy tales
which enable deep coding of language structures. During exposure to fairy tales, the process of induction enables
formation of linguistic rules, testing and the verifying of hypothesis concerning language use, and finally
implementation of acquired skills. The presented material is an introduction to a lesson in German.

Die Hauptstiitze meines Unterrichts wird das aktive Geschichtenerzdhlen mit Kindern sein, bereits in der ersten
Fremdsprachenstunde. Mérchen sind eine grofartige Quelle fur die Darstellung der Erzahlung, aber auch ein Dialog,
der sofort ein Ausweg flr die kollektive aktive Teilnahme sein kann (dank der sich wiederholenden Ereignisse) - in
meiner Prasentation werde ich diese literarischen Hilfsmittel verwenden. Eines der Merkmale zeitgendssischer
Marchen ist die Intertextualitit marchenhafter Helden, die uns sofort dazu bringt, sie zu mdgen
(Lebkuchenménnchen wird mehr mit Shrek assoziiert als mit seiner urspriinglichen literarischen Quelle).

Challenges Arabic native speakers encounter when they form ‘wh’ questions in English: A contrastive
study

This paper investigates the similarities and differences in syntactic structures of wh questions in English and Arabic
languages in order explore the difficulties Arabic native speakers encounter when forming wh questions in English.
Additionally, The paper identifies the type of errors in wh questions made by Arabic native speakers who are
studying English as a foreign language, classify these errors and present recommendations to teachers and
curriculum designers for incorporating these recommendations into language courses in order to avoid errors such as
in: “You went where?”, “said what the teacher?”, “it can be done how?”” At the same time, the paper will examine
and explain why Arabic native speakers encounter no difficulty when they form certain questions in English as in:
“Who bought a new car?” Although this paper focuses primarily on the syntactic errors, semantic and pragmatic
errors are also examined. To explain the sentence structures in both Arabic and English and all the possible positions
that Interrogative wh phrases occupy in both languages, Chomsky’s Minimalist Program (1995) will be used as a
framework. The Contrastive Analysis approach will be utilized to illustrate the type of errors found in the English
wh questions as produced by Arabic native speakers. To identify patterns of errors, verbal data was collected by
giving structured written test to one hundred and fifty participants who speak Arabic natively. They are studying in
tertiary level in the UAE. The Subjects speak different Arabic dialects (Emerati, Iragi, Egyptian and Sudanese
Arabic dialects). The data is analyzed quantitatively and qualitatively to avoid the weakness of each method.

Kilickaya, Ferit — Burdur Mehmet Akif Ersoy University, TURCJA / TURKEY
The effect of answering multiple-choice questions in L1 (Turkish) in L2 (English) Reading Test

Sufficiently developed skills of L1 are considered the precondition for succeeding in the accomplishment of
bilingualism (Cummins, 1979). Moreover, it is reported that language learners whose native language skills are
better mastered obtain superior second language proficiency and exhibit higher levels of language competence and
accomplishment in L2 (Sparks, 2008; Artieda, 2017). This presentation aims at investigating the effect of using
test-takers’ mother tongue (Turkish as L1) and foreign language (English as L2) in the test questions for reading in
the language classroom. Two groups of adult participants preparing for Language Exam for Higher Education
Institutions (YOKDIL) were tested under two different conditions. The control groups were exposed to the reading
test which included multiple-choice questions in English, while the experimental group was provided with questions
and options in their L1. The results indicated that the experimental group participants scored significantly higher
than the control group participants, leading to several implications regarding the use of L1 in language assessment.

Z punktu widzenia
konstruktywizmu neurobiologicznego to nie§wiadome procesy w mozgu stanowia podstawe procesow myslenia i
dziatania czlowieka. Przyswajanie wiedzy zalezy od czynnikow, ktore przebiegaja nieSwiadomie i dlatego sa w
matym stopniu podatne na wplywy otoczenia. Podczas mojej prezentacji chciatabym pokazaé, ktore czynniki
odgrywaja najwazniejsza rol¢ w procesie uczenia si¢ j¢zykow obcych oraz jakie wnioski mozna wysnu¢ odnos$nie
ksztaltowania procesu dydaktycznego.

Implementing modern approaches to secondary FL education: A case study of non-typical sightseeing
activities

This paper aims to discuss sightseeing activities of FL secondary school students in urban surroundings of a foreign
country and to point to the role which they play in the language learning and  teaching process. It is essential here
to describe a series of steps undertaken by young people in this type of work and to provide an insight into different
tourist activities performed by them. On the basis of student questionnaire responses the author of the paper will
answer the question if a project involving non-typical sightseeing tasks in a city abroad allows for implementation of
modern approaches to language education and if it is an attractive and effective way of learning and exploring
different places by teenagers. The paper will end with conclusions and implications with regard to the suggested
form of work and with a set of sightseeing tasks designed for realization in Dresden (Germany) by Polish FL
secondary school students.

Krawiec, Marek - WWSSE Sroda Wielkopolska, POLSKA / POLAND

Learning and having fun in an EFL class — workshop

The main aim of the workshop is to present one of the ways which help students both to learn (revise) a language
and to have fun in their EFL classes. On the basis of a set of specially designed activities the author of the workshop
will demonstrate how a teacher can test students’ language knowledge and encourage them to learn. By doing one of
these activities with workshop participants he will show how attractive and interesting EFL classes can be and how
motivating for learners the studied language content can also be. At the end of the workshop, participants will
present their views and draw conclusions with regard to the suggested form of work.

Jezyk angielski jako wspolczesna lingua franca

wielojezycznosci obywateli panstw cztonkowskich UE, czyli poszukiwaniem jak najefektywniejszych metod
rozwijania kompetencji jezykowej. Szczegélnie istotnym narzgdziem wykorzystywanym obecnie w szeroko
pojetych relacjach miedzynarodowych (zaréwno biznesowych, naukowych jak i prywatnych) jest jezyk angielski,
ktory petni funkcje dawnego esperanto. W mojej prezentacji chciatabym skupi¢ si¢ na przedstawieniu podejscia do
nauczania jezyka angielskiego jako narzedzia stluzacego do komunikacji, najczg¢éciej migdzy nierodzimymi
uzytkownikami tego jezyka (Jenkins, 2007; Seidlhofer 2011). Podczas wystgpienia opisz¢ innowacyjny sposob
patrzenia na jezyk angielski jako na wspotczesng lingua franca na podstawie wybranych artykutéw naukowych.
Nastgpnie postaram si¢ udowodni¢ nieadekwatno$¢ narzucania schematow kulturowych, brytyjskich badz
amerykanskich, na jezyk angielski nauczany w polskich szkotach. Zakoncze prezentujac opracowanie przeze mnie
przyktadowe metody zastosowania podejscia ,,English as a Lingua Franca (ELF)” w klasie.

Inscenizacje jako metoda nauczania Humaczen srodowiskowych

Od kilku lat Europa Zachodnia zmaga si¢ z naptywem duzej ilosci migrantow. Chociaz cz¢$¢ z przybywajacych
0s0b zna by¢ moze jezyk urzgdowy kraju w stopniu pozwalajacym na podstawowa komunikacje, to szybko okazuje
si¢, ze jezyk urzedniczy, zawito$¢ prawa i brak znajomosci aspektow kulturowych uniemozliwiaja bezproblemowe
porozumienie si¢. Rodzi si¢ potrzeba skorzystania z ustug tlumacza. Kiedy problem ten zostat dostrzezony przez
organizacje majace bezposredni kontakt z migrantami w Niemczech, postanowiono ksztatci¢ tlumaczy
srodowiskowych na szersza skale, np. na uniwersytetach. Referat poswigecony bedzie metodzie inscenizacji podczas
zaje¢ z zakresu tlumaczen Srodowiskowych. Omoéwione zostang: sama metoda, jej zastosowanie praktyczne i
wnioski, jakie nasuwaja si¢ po obserwacji i uczestnictwie w zajgciach na Wydziale Translatologii, Jezykoznawstwa

Facheribergreifendes  Lernen im  kompetenz- und  aufgabenorientierten  Berufs-  und
Fachsprachenunterricht (Deutsch im Beruf)

In den letzten Jahren spricht und schreibt man viel Gber Kompetenz- und Aufgabenorientierung nicht nur im Bereich
des Deutschen als Fremdsprache, sondern auch im Bereich des Deutschen als Berufs- und Fachsprache. Aufgaben
waren und sind immer Teil des Fremdsprachenunterrichts, ,,all jene sprachlichen Aktivititen, die einen ,,Sitz im
Leben“ haben“ (Funk et al. 2014: 11). Uber gut geplante und strukturierte Aufgaben im Berufs- und
Fachspracheunterricht sollen Lernende entsprechende Kompetenzen erwerben, die sie spéter in ihrem beruflichen
Leben bendtigen. Mit der Kompetenz- und Aufgabenorientierung wird angestrebt, das Lern- und Ubungsgeschehen
starker in die Verantwortung des Lernenden zu legen. Der folgende Beitrag zeigt auf, wie man kompetenz- und
aufgabenorientierte Unterrichtsszenarien fur Deutsch im Beruf gestalten kann und welche Kompetenzen (auch die
facherubergreifenden) dabei am wichtigsten sind.

Nowak, Alina — Uniwersytet Slaski, Katowice, POLSKA / POLAND

Skuteczne metody nauczania determinujqce efektywnosc¢ w zdobywaniu wiedzy

Proces uczenia si¢ odgrywa niezmiernie wazng rolg we wszechstronnym rozwoju kazdego cztowieka. Kiedy si¢
uczymy nabywamy pewng wiedze i umiejetnosci, a wiec kompetencije, ktore sa kluczowe w funkcjonowaniu przez
cate zycie.

This presentation describes a writing activity, inspired by Doris Lessing's account of her father's youth, where
students research the childhood and coming-of-age of one of their parents, or a grandparent. They should ideally
find other sources besides an interview with the subject (for example, photographs; interviews with those who knew
the subject), and write objectively, describing not "Mom" or "Dad" but the person who grew up before becoming a
parent. On the basis of some submitted compositions, it will be debated whether the exercise is truly "cross-
curricular”, involving both language and history.

When “business” is suddenly your business

This workshop proposes and tests some activities that may help a teacher without specialized business knowledge
who has been asked to add "business English™ to a course at the intermediate-or-above level. The activities could be
used in a class of business persons who need general language practice, or with students with little exposure to the
business world. They are intended to provide practice in skills such as expressing and using numbers, brainstorming
and presenting ideas for new products and services, and negotiating budgets.

Sociocultural knowledge acquisition: Evaluating classroom resources

Along with mastery of the target language, learners in an increasingly bilingualized educational system are also
expected to acquire a sound knowledge of the culture. The present study tried to determine the perception of student-
teachers on the potential value of the coursebook and the teacher (native versus non-native one) as classroom
resources in the acquisition of sociocultural knowledge. To this end, an anonymous online questionnaire was passed
out to some female (n=60) and male (n=21) students from the Faculty of Education at the Universidad de Murcia
(Spain). The finding revealed that lessons with native teachers were preferred (94%) over an acculturated account of
the target culture (77%) or cultural contents on textbooks (48%). Based on the data, it is of paramount importance to
start rising awareness in teacher-training programs on the invaluable contribution of culturally self-aware,
acculturated andcritical thinking-oriented teachers in the acquisition of sociocultural knowledge in primary
education.

Cross-curricular framework guidelines for foreign language teaching in tertiary education: Necessity or
utopia?

After a brief introduction to the components of the framework curricula for cross-disciplinary German language
teaching at university level, the participants will use some of the university-adequate teaching procedures listed
there. They will then be asked to discuss their language actions from both the teacher's and the student's point of
view and to reflect on the tasks that enable university students to acquire the cross-curricular competences required
for academic and professional purposes as well as for everyday interpersonal contacts through language learning.
The final part of the workshop will focus on the question of whether it is utopian to apply these framework curricula
to languages other than German or whether they are really necessary as concrete support in planning inter-faculty
foreign language courses in tertiary education.

Uber die ldentifizierung mit Filmgestalten, die Ubernahme von Rollen und die Einiibung von Dialogszenen aus
dem Film werden die Lerner motiviert und aktiviert und nehmen kreativ am Unterricht teil.

Szakos, Jozsef — Fu Jen Catholic University, TAJWAN / TAIWAN
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., You will enjoy it, whether you like it or not*“: Cross-curricular instruction of Drama in a German
department in Taiwan

Language arts instruction, including the significant stage-pieces of western culture has been at the core of foreign
language teaching in Taiwan. This includes the philological courses on the background and embedding of drama in
literary history (18" century to contemporary drama), genre studies, drama appreciation and drama-stage production,
as well as creative writing. Taught by different instructors over the four years of undergraduate studies, by the time
of students’ graduation we can observe an integration of diverse skills as a result of cross-curricular approach.
Having been in charge of the drama interpretation and appreciation course, | was able to observe the cross-
connections among the subjects and their intercultural relevance in Asia. In my presentation, | intend to talk about
ways of enhancing the positive interference for the language instruction, and bring suggestions for an even better
harmonization of the courses, so that all students get the enjoyment and motivation for successful learning.

"The Ellen Show” as a departure point to listening, speaking and vocabulary practice

The Internet and a great variety of useful resources it offers have revolutionised the way foreign languages are
taught nowadays. Teachers are no longer subjected to using coursebooks only, which leaves some space for their
creativity when it comes to lesson materials they choose. Undoubtedly, learning English involves an acquisition of
several skills that in the past tended to be taught in isolation, i.e. one skill at a time. In order to become a proficient
user of a foreign language, however, there needs to be a relation between these skills. This is why the primary
objective of this article is to suggest how The Ellen Show, one of the American talk-shows, may be adjusted to the
linguistic level of teenagers and thus serve as a departure point to listening, speaking and vocabulary practice. Also,
it provides a reader with an interesting means to learn and revise new lexis through games.

Developing media and cultural literacy in the EFL Classroom

This study explores whether university students in a first-year required English speaking class can be successfully
introduced to authentic English language news sources through Listenwise, an online computer-mediated
communication (CMC) technology. Over a fifteen-week course, students were exposed to news stories on
Listenwise either answering comprehension questions or completing quizzes to check understanding of each story.
Data obtained from student surveys is analyzed to determine whether Listenwise use 1) resulted in subsequent
increased access to global media news, 2) fostered greater interest in current global events in general and 3)
increased overall awareness of global issues.

Ethnography of an EFL classroom: From the chronicles of EFL students

Classroom ethnography is a thorough research method to investigate classroom life structured on social, cultural,
and linguistic anthropology. It contains an active involvement in analytical structure, rationale behind questioning,
practical research and data analysis, and the development of the portrayal of classroom setting. Empirically,
classroom ethnographies are classified as: (1) ethnographies of the classroom devoting to the knowledge basis in
social sciences; and (2) ethnographies in the classroom devoting to the knowledge basis in educational practices
(Gordon, Holland, & Lahelma, 2001) . The ways through which students act or approach in diverse situations based
on their own culture have to be examined closely rather than perceived in an abstract manner. Depicting diverse
manners specific to students’ own culture or clarifying any discrepancy the students encounter, or any behavior
caused by the students’ diverse socio-economical backgrounds may be closely related to classroom ethnography as
well. Seeing the issue from these dimensions of classroom ethnography, this study investigates the ethnography of
an EFL classroom from a first-person perspective, in our case from EFL students. The findings of the study may
supply great help for the researchers focusing on classroom ethnography, and language and cultural studies.

The use of evaluative ‘that’ in literary analysis essays written by Turkish pre-service English teachers

Even though writing is a crucial skill for both language learners and teachers, most studies in L2 writing take place
within contexts where it is taught as a skill, but not where it is performed in a natural setting that requires the
production of texts in L2. In this respect, this study aimed to find out how a prominent construction in academic
writing, namely evaluative that, was utilized in a corpus of 160 literary analysis essays written by 40 students in an
English Language Teaching department in Turkey. Adopting a qualitative exploratory design, the frequencies of
evaluative that constructions, the lexis controlling them and the evaluated entities, evaluative stances, evaluative
sources and evaluative expressions were identified. The findings showed that the evaluative that was extensively
used within the corpus and it was controlled mostly by verbs. The evaluated entity in those constructions were found
mostly to be the interpretation of a fictional character’s claims and the stances taken were almost totally epistemic.
The sources of evaluation in them were seen to be predominantly fictional entities and the evaluative expressions
were mostly verbal predicated referring to cognitive acts. The findings signal the significance of teaching evaluative
that constructions for better writing performance in academic settings.

Vulnerable groups’ beliefs about foreign language learning

Beliefs are the main constructs in each area of study that embark on human attitudes and learning. Scientists own
tenacious beliefs as to how language learning is affected by beliefs. Therefore, decades of research studies have
concentrated on the pedagogy of language education concerning how learner beliefs affect the language learning
process. This study aims at exploring the beliefs of vulnerable or disadvantaged groups, in our case the community
of LGBT, about foreign language learning. VVulnerability, the sensitivity to abuse, grows out of a relation between
the supplies accessible to a group of people and the daily threats they encounter. Vulnerability may arise from a
number of complications such as specific individual inabilities, developmental obstacles, impaired social rank,
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insufficiency of interpersonal relationships, approval, and supports, disadvantaged areas, and the obscure
interactions of these determinants through the life span (Mechanic & Tanner, 2007) . In order to obtain the required
data, an interview was developed by the researchers based on the last version of BALLI (The Beliefs about
Language Learning Inventory: ESL Version 2.0) developed by Horwitz (1987) . The results of the study reveal that
the beliefs of the vulnerable or disadvantaged groups have highly influenced their foreign language learning
perspectives in which they are aware of the need of learning a foreign language.
